Survivors of the quakes report that the ground shook so forcefully
that it was difficult to stand. Many are homeless and people are
remaining outside in freezing temperatures.

"Worship the Lord your God, and serve only him.'" Then the devil fook him fo Jerusalem, and
placed him on the pinnacle of the temple, saying fo him, "If you are the Son of God, throw
yourself down from here, for if is written, "He will command his angels concerning you, fo
protect you," and "On their hands they will bear you up, so that you will not dash your foot
against a stone.'" Jesus answered him, "It is said, "Do nof puft the Lord your God fo the test.""
When the devil had tinished every test, he departed from him until an opportfune time.

Luke 4:1-13

Dear United In Christ,

The wilderness can be a trying place. It can test your mettle. It can make you take a close look
at just who you are and what you are made of. I can remember taking part in an event during
my days with the Boy Scouts where we were each sent out into the woods one weekend and
told to put together our own shelters for the night. It was definitely a challenge figuring out
which type of setup would work best, especially considering the limited resources we were
given to make it happen. In the end, I think I basically made due by clearing out a small section
of the ground in the middle of the woods and delicately draping the small tarp I had over me.
By the time it started cooling into the night, I had resigned myself to a few hours of
uncomfortable and grossly damp hours of sleep while trying hard NOT to think of how many
bugs I would inadvertently consume in the process. Then the coyofes stirred.

Admittedly, I never saw them, but their baying cries calling out to one another were more than
enough to make their imposing presence known. Hearing their chorus of voices farther out into
the woods was enough for me to commit to spending the entire rest of the night staying as still
as humanly possible. I knew that there were other Scouts in their own makeshift plots within a
few hundred yards of me (I could occasionally hear them too), but I gotta tell you, I have never
felt more alone in my life than on that night.

This month marks the beginning of our journey into the season of Lent. Here, we are driven out
into the wilderness around us and made to reckon with our own selves. In this season at hand,
we are met with the questions that, in our responses, will show us just what we are about. It’s
a season that calls for deep and honest introspection. It challenges us, each seemingly on our
own, to see what we’re made of. It can be intimidating or even terrifying. It can feel like there
are dangers prowling around us. It feels like we are being tested. And in the midst of the
endeavor, we might feel absolutely alone.



It’s that very fact, then, that I think makes Luke’s gospel so powerful. See, in the wilderness it
may feel like we have nowhere to turn. Worse yet, the severity of our circumstance might break
us down to compromise on who we are. When we are made to feel isolated and alone, it
becomes far easier to embrace that which we would otherwise stay away from. Yet, here in
Luke’s gospel, we are reminded that even in the borderlands of the wilderness, we have a Christ
who walks with us. In paving his way through his own wilderness journey, in resisting the
allure of even the devil himself in the midst of it, Jesus makes clear that in even the most far off
places he walks with us. In those moments when we feel most alone and tried and tested, Jesus
boldly declares his presence with us. Even here in what might feel like the limits of anyone’s
reach, Jesus accompanies us on our way.

So, CELC, welcome to the wilderness. You are nof alone.

Boy Scouts of America... from the Church Archives.

Over the years, the Church has played host to a number of worthy groups and clubs. And for
many years, the Church sponsored the Boy Scouts of America, Explorer Post 2509. A Charter
was granted sometime in the late 1950s or early 1960s and the Archives possesses Minutes
books of the Scout meetings (kept by the Scouts themselves with their doodlings and
comments appended) from January 9, 1962 through October 7, 1992. A membership roster
from January 1, 1977 reveals many familiar surnames. The vitality of the Scouting program
is easily revealed through the collection of ribbons that were awarded to the Explorer Post
from the 1950s through the 1990s. These ribbons have been carefully encapsulated and
stored flat in the Archival Room- all fifty-six of them!

The Lamb Award was presented to the good folks who devoted so much time to
Scouting from the congregation and within the County. Those honored include
J. Martin Shirk, Richard Jarrett, Emma Gearhart, Harry Ammon, George Laird,
Paul Snook, Ethel Snook, Don Harvey and Tom Stahlnecker. And Craig Jarrett
was a probable recipient too, however, we do not have documentation for his
award. In addition, J. Martin Shirk received the prestigious Silver Beaver award
(1985) which is placed within our Archives.

News of God’s People in Action from the Upper Susquehanna Synod, ELCA Jan/Feb 2023

2022 Year in Review
Here is our look back at the past year’s highlights:

New Bishop Elected: The Rev. Craig A. Miller was elected to serve a six-year term as bishop
beginning September 1. He was elected on the fifth ballot.

Celebration of Bishop Collins: A sendoff on August 27, honored the ministry of Rev. Barbara ].
Collins, the retiring synod bishop. The event featured a pizza party with appetizers, birch
beer, and cupcakes at Mount Luther.

Synod Assembly: The 35th Annual Assembly was held at Susquehanna University in
Selinsgrove, PA, on June 17 and 18. The theme was “Abundance Together.”

First RIC Congregation: United In Christ, West Milton, became the first synod congregation be
designated Reconciling in Christ (RIC).” RIC is a designation reserved for organizations that
intentionally and explicitly affirm the dignity of LGBTQIA+ folx in the Church.

11 Years of Seafarers: In total, 789 Seafarers Bags collected by USS congregations, were
loaded up into two vans to be taken to Seafarers International House in New York City. This
year was the 11th year of collections.

GROW in the Snow: This year’s synod youth retreat, GROW in the Snow, was held on
February 5, at Camp Mount Luther. Youth and their adult leaders attended explored the
theme “The Big Book,” looking at scripture.

Summer Camp: Camp Mount Luther had 433 participants in programs during theirs seven-
weeks. The theme was “Boundless: God Beyond Measure.

Chrism Mass was held during Holy Week at St. John, Northumberland that included a
service of lament and renewal of vows and offering for aid for Ukraine.

Flood Bucket Challenge: The Susquehanna Interfaith Network for Disaster Response (SINDR),
collected 234 Flood Cleanup Buckets in their 2022 challenge drive. More than ten USS
Congregations participated.

Grace, Sunbury Closes: After 124 years of ministry, Grace, Sunbury, held its final worship
service on January 16. Bishop Barbara Collins presided over the service, during which attendees
gave thanks for the gift of baptism and for a ministry that included service to many in the area.

FROM BISHOP CRAIG MILLER

In the story of the Transfiguration of our Lord, Peter, upon seeing Jesus talking with Moses
and Elijjah, suggests it is time to build a church: “... if you wish, I will make three dwellings here
... To me, this reflects our human desire to hold on to the things that make us happy or
comfortable. I wonder what would have happened if those disciples actually got to construct
the dwellings for those three great figures of their religion — what kind of faith would we have
had to share?

We ought to ask ourselves this question today — what do we have to share with others? Many
will respond that we have our wonderful buildings, our programs, our gatherings, to which we
invite others. We find comfort in what we do — or more often, what we used to do — and we
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think others should find comfort in that as well. But, for some reason, those others do not seem
interested; and so, we grow evermore frustrated.

While Peter makes his offer of hospitality, God speaks: “This is my Son, the Beloved; with him I
am well pleased; listen to him!” God’s voice speaks to disciples who have turned inward to their
own wish for comfort and surety and draws them out to see a different way. Listen to Jesus! Do
not listen to your desires.

The Transfiguration story as told by Matthew ends with Jesus saying, “Tell no one about the
vision until after the Son of Man has been raised ..”. 1 read this as more than a
command for temporary silence: it calls on those who follow Jesus to share this story as part of
the life of Jesus that has become our story. Tell everyone about this vision! For it reveals to us
the glory of God who mercifully comes to this creation for the salvation of all. Can you tell this
story? You too have been transfigured in Jesus through the baptism into his death and God has

called you beloved. You are raised to new life to the praise of God’s glory!

Director Chad
Hershberger and 110 outdoor ministry professionals, board members, and others gathered for
the annual Lutheran Outdoor Ministry Conference in November in Boise, ID. Under the theme
of RIVER, participants explored rest, imagination, vision, and emerging renewed to go out and
continue do minister to those in their contexts.
